Columbia Regional Airport offers three flights to 
Memphis most days of the week. Tickets aren’t 
cheap, but Memphis has plenty of bargains to 
compensate for pricey airfare. With a few clicks 
of the mouse, Columbia will be far behind.

Flights to Memphis from Columbia Regional 
Airport on Delta Air Lines average about $500 
— not exactly budget-friendly. It is half the cost 
to fly out of St. Louis or Kansas City, but gas and 
parking fees must be factored in, too. Parking at 
Columbia Regional is free.

Delta spokesperson Paul Skrbec says one of 
the best ways to get a good deal out of Columbia 
Regional is signing up for Delta e-mails to 
stay in the loop on fare specials. If a customer 
finds a better deal after booking a flight, Delta 
refunds the difference and hands over a $100 
travel voucher, too. Also try fare alert sites such 
as kayak.com and priceline.com. For more travel 
booking tips, see Page 4 of this issue.

Another option is driving. Costtodrive.com 
estimates gas prices per mile for the trip. A trip 
to Memphis is 393 miles one way and costs $32.
